church A building in which Christians worship.
symbol A shape or design that is used to represent something.

it. Tt is the most important Christian symbol.

Hot cross bun

A bun marked with a cross and containing dried fruit, traditionally eaten on Good Friday.

murti An image of a deity, which itself is considered divine once consecrated.
Raksha Bandhan the Hindu festival that celebrates brotherhood and love
Om Om (also spelled Aum), is the most sacred symbol in Hinduism.
