Welcome to Summer Term 2 – we have a jam-packed term ahead of us! 
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Topic


The topic for Summer Term 2 is Animals. We have an exciting trip to Longleat planned next week, and we hope to see all creatures ranging from rabbits to stingrays! We look forward to sharing it all with on Friday 16th at 2:15pm!








Phonics


In phonics this term, we have only a few sounds left to learn before we spend the rest of the sessions consolidating and extending learning ready for next year. We will continue to practise words that have two consonants at the beginning and end of words (e.g. clip and help), and reading and writing more complex words that have more than one syllable in them. You can help to support with this at home by clapping syllables in words so your child can break them down for reading and writing.








Mathematics


Thank you to those of you that could and did attend our maths sessions each morning last term during maths week – it was a big ask and it was really lovely to see so many of you! This term we are going to continue with using numbers to 100 – the children have already grasped this very well. The children will consolidate their understanding of odd and even numbers, and halving and doubling. We will be focusing on money and time as a measure and continuing work on days of the week and months of the year. The children will also learn about capacity and weight, and comparing objects using standard and non-standard measures. We will continue to use Mathletics on the laptop every Friday to support and consolidate understanding of a range of different maths concepts. Please continue to support your child’s learning by practising learning steps at home as we also review these every Friday 1:1 with your child!
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Literacy


In literacy this term, we are continuing with sentence writing and consolidating the use of finger spaces and punctuation to help our writing to be read by others more easily. Letter formation is also a really important part of this and the children have worked so hard with learning how to write letters correctly in their handwriting. We will begin teaching cursive handwriting next year so it is really important that your child is able to form them correctly before we begin teaching the joins. Please continue to practise at home to support this challenging but very important skill! We will be connecting our phonics work with our literacy (as always) and we’ll write labels for a range of different animals, clapping the syllables to enable us to spell words accurately. We will be learning a story and making up our own simple versions too based around The Little Red Hen as we move towards the end of the term…and the end of the Reception year!
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Foundation Subjects 


We are beginning this term with Health Week. The children have already enjoyed sharing a healthy breakfast with us each morning and cleaning our teeth too! The children are very independent and they know how important it is to brush their teeth twice a day for two minutes ‘to keep fillings well away’! The children are also becoming more aware of how to keep themselves healthy by eating a balanced diet, exercising and getting lots of rest. As we move through the term, we may well have a visit from a four legged friend for the afternoon. The children will also be using clay to create animals – look out for these wonderful creations! We will be baking up something delicious this term as we focus on the story ‘The Little Red Hen’ – you can probably guess what that will be…!
