What we are learning
Our topic this term is “World War 2”
Throughout this topic, we will be looking into the causes and contributors of WW2 and the impact that this had on people’s lives, jobs and experiences at the time. The children will explore significant people involved and how their actions changed the course of History.

In English, we will be focusing on Newspaper reports. The children will engage with a range of materials that are structured in reports to identify key features, as well as becoming reporters themselves!

In Maths, we will be developing our understanding of number systems, particularly focusing on place-value within larger numbers. We will continue to build on our times tables knowledge and fluency also. 

In Science, we will be learning all about Sound– we will explore different types of sound, as well as how sounds are produced. The children will partake in hands on experiments to see this for themselves.

In RE, we will be exploring Buddhism, particularly how their beliefs shape their actions.  

Throughout Computing sessions this term, we will be focusing on many different aspects of ICT, including building our understanding of different ways to be safe on the internet before we begin our unit on coding. 

In DT, we will be developing our skills and learning about moving structures as we design and build our own moving monsters!

During PSHE (Personal, Social, Health Education) this term we will be focusing on ‘Being Me in My World’. This is where we will consider ourselves as a member of Badger Class and what this means, as well as learning how to be a good learner. 

During Music the children will be learning the song ‘Mamma Mia’ as well as learning our Class Harvest songs.

Useful Information  
PE
Our regular PE days will be every Wednesday this term. Please can you make sure that your children come into school on these days in their PE kit. The PE kit should include a burgundy (or white) t-shirt, black shorts or joggers and daps or trainers for outdoor activities. Please ensure that your child’s name is in all of their PE kit to reduce the chance of them getting lost. 
All children with long hair will be required to wear it up in PE for safety, I will have spare hairbands at school in necessary.

Homework
The children will have homework every week which will recap fundamental skills they have been learning in English and Maths from that week. It is important to complete this homework as it helps your child to consolidate their learning. Homework will be given out on a Friday and should be returned the following Thursday. It is essential that children read at home as regularly as possible as well as other Homework. The children will also receive a piece of Topic homework per Term, this will be a longer project that the children can work on over the course of the Term. 

Spellings 
Children will also be given spellings each week that reinforce the rules they have learnt during the week and challenge their expanding vocabulary.

Water Bottles and Pencil cases

This year we will continue to focus on your children’s fluency and prosody with reading. This will support their comprehension of texts and their expression. The children will engage with a wide range of texts at school to ensure that they are exposed to different styles of writing, however it is essential that the children are also reading 5 times a week at home to support their continuous development and enjoyment in this area.  
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
