WELCOME! 
I hope you have all had a wonderful Term 1, you have all worked incredibly hard! We are looking forward to Term 2 and all of the exciting learning that will take place. We have a lot of hands-on learning planned for the Term and exciting Topics to delve into.

What we are learning
Our Topic this term is ‘Proud to be British’
Throughout this topic, we will be looking into what makes our great country and how it works. The children will get the opportunity to explore how Britain works, why it is so important and the roles that they play in the future of the country. 

In English, we will be focusing on persuasive writing. The children will engage with a range of materials that feature persuasive writing to support their understanding of the features of this writing style, before progressing onto writing their own persuasive letters.

In Maths, we will be developing our understanding of number systems, finishing our topic on addition and subtraction, before moving onto Measurement, where we will focus on Area, and Number, where we will explore multiplication and division.  

In Science, we will be learning all about Electricity – we will explore different types of electricity, how to complete a circuit, where the children will get the chance to plan and build their own circuits with what they learn. And what materials can conduct electricity. 

In RE, we will be exploring ‘What is it like to follow God?’  

Throughout Computing sessions this term, we will be focusing on many different aspects of ICT, we will finish our Coding module, before moving onto learning how we can use spreadsheets in daily life.  

In DT, we will be doing our very own ‘Great British Bake Off’ where the children will design structures to carry food, as well as thinking about how they can design a product that is engaging and eye catching to their target audience! 

During PSHE (Personal, Social, Health Education) this term we will be focusing on ‘Celebrating Differences’. This is where we will consider what makes people different to one another, as well as how we can be inclusive of everyone in our environment.  

During Music the children will be learning about musical structures and reading music, as well as Christmas choir songs.

Useful Information  
PE
Our regular PE days will continue to be every Wednesday this Term. Please can you make sure that your children come into school on these days in their PE kit. The PE kit should include a burgundy (or white) t-shirt, black shorts or joggers and daps or trainers for outdoor activities. Please ensure that your child’s name is in all of their PE kit to reduce the chance of them getting lost. 
All children with long hair will be required to wear it up in PE for safety, I will have spare hairbands at school in necessary.
They will continue to go swimming this Term, so please ensure swimming kits are provided.

Homework
The children will have homework every week which will recap fundamental skills they have been learning in English and Maths from that week. It is important to complete this homework as it helps your child to consolidate their learning. Homework will be given out on a Friday and should be returned the following Thursday. It is essential that children read at home as regularly as possible as well as other Homework. The children will also receive a piece of Topic homework per Term, this will be a longer project that the children can work on over the course of the Term. 

Spellings 
Children will also be given spellings each week that reinforce the rules they have learnt during the week and challenge their expanding vocabulary.

Water Bottles

Reading 

This year we will continue to focus on your children’s fluency and prosody with reading. This will support their comprehension of texts and their expression. The children will engage with a wide range of texts at school to ensure that they are exposed to different styles of writing, however it is essential that the children are also reading 5 times a week at home to support their continuous development and enjoyment in this area.  
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
