Famous Figure
Barbara Hepworth-1903-1975

Instead of making art that looked like people or
things, Hepworth began to make sculptures and
drawings using abstract shapes. She was
inspired by nature and the world around her.
She remembered driving through the
countryside with her family, and the shapes,
bumps and ridges of the roads, hills and fields.
She wanted to capture howit felt to be in both
the ancient landscape andinthe modern world.

Many of Barbara’s abstract sculptures are made
from stone, wood and bronze. Some are very
large and are exhibited outside which reflects
her love of nature.
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
